Day 1: Frankfurt – Cologne – Amsterdam (366 km) 

Standard Hotel: Amsterdam or nearby
Breakfast: Excluded|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
Meet in Frankfurt and depart for Cologne to visit the magnificent Cologne Cathedral, a UNESCO
World Heritage site and one of the largest cathedrals in Europe. Afterward, travel to Amsterdam, the
capital of the Netherlands, and visit the vibrant Dam Square, the heart of the city. You will also have
the option to take an Amsterdam Canal Cruise(optional) to experience the city’s romantic
atmosphere. Overnight in Amsterdam or nearby.

Day 2: Amsterdam – Windmill – The Hague – Rotterdam – Antwerp (190 km)

After breakfast, head to [Zaanse Schans(Windmill Village)] for a delightful exploration of traditional
Dutch windmills and wooden houses. Then, travel to The Hague, the “Royal City” of the Netherlands,
to admire impressive [Peace Palace], home to the International Court of Justice. Next, stop in
Rotterdam to visit the unique [Cube Houses (Kubuswoningen)] and explore [Market Square].
Overnight in Antwerp or nearby.

Day 3: Antwerp – Bruges – Brussels (191 km)

Embark on a sightseeing tour of Bruges, a medieval city known for its well-preserved Gothic
architecture. Visit [Belfry of Bruges], [Bruges City Hall] and the [Basilica of the Holy Blood], which
houses a sacred relic. In the afternoon, head to Brussels, the vibrant capital of Belgium, known for its
diverse character and charm. Explore the [Grand Place], a UNESCO World Heritage site, admire the
[Atomium], a striking structure from the 1958 World Expo, and see the famous [Manneken Pis], a
small statue of a boy that has become a symbol of the city’s quirky spirit.



Day 4: Brussels – Paris (295 km) 

Standard Hotel: Paris or nearby
Breakfast: Included|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
After breakfast, head to Paris for a visit to [Château de Versailles] (optional). Marvel at the opulent
architecture, stunning gardens, and the historical significance of this UNESCO World Heritage site,
once the royal residence of French kings. Afterward, you can choose to embark on a [Seine River
cruise](optional) to enjoy the scenic views of Paris from the water.

Day 5: Paris

Today we’ll enjoy a full-day trip in Paris. We will visit the world-famous [Avenue des Champs-Élysées],
lined with shops and cafes, and [Musée du Parfum Fragonard] where you can explore the art of
perfume-making. Next, we’ll discover [Tour Montparnasse], offering panoramic views of the city, and
[Arc de Triomphe], a symbol of French national pride. The must-see [Musée du Louvre](optional),
home to thousands of masterpieces, including the Mona Lisa, is also on the list. We’ll visit [Place de la
Concorde] one of Paris’s major public squares, and the world-famous [Tour Eiffel]. If time permits, we
will go shopping at [Galeries Lafayette Haussmann].

Day 6: Paris – Luxembourg (286 km)

In the morning, we will travel from Paris to Luxembourg, which is known as the “Pocket Kingdom” and
the “Land of a Thousand Castles”. Our first stop is [Constitution Square], a significant historical site
offering panoramic views of the surrounding area. Next, we will marvel at the breathtaking views of
the [Grand Canyon of Luxembourg], a picturesque natural formation that offers a unique glimpse of
the city’s landscape. Overnight in Luxembourg or nearby.



Day 7: Luxembourg – Trier – Heidelberg – Frankfurt (270 km)

After breakfast, we will head to Trier, the oldest town in Germany, with a history spanning over two
thousand years. We will visit [Museum Karl-Marx-Haus], the birthplace of Karl Marx, and [Porta Nigra]
(also known as the “Big Black Gate”), an impressive Roman city gate that is a UNESCO World Heritage
site. Next, we will travel to Heidelberg, which is situated along the Neckar River. Here you will explore
[Universität Heidelberg], Germany’s oldest university, the majestic [Schloss Heidelberg](optional), and
the iconic [Alte Brücke Heidelberg], offering picturesque views of the city and the river. Afterward, we
will head to Frankfurt.
