Day 1: Barcelona

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Barcelona or city nearby
Meal: Excluded
Today, we will visit the beautiful Spanish coastal city of Barcelona, where we will see the Columbus
Monument, La Rambla, and the Sagrada Familia. Then it’s on to photo stop at Camp Nou and
learn about the city’s proud athletic history at the Anella Olimpica located on Montjuic. With our
remaining time, we can go shopping in the Placa de Catalunya.

Day 2: Barcelona – Valencia – Alicante (467 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Alicante or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
After breakfast in the hotel this morning, we will leave Barcelona and head to Valencia, where we
will visit Modernism Plaza, the Ancient City Gates and the Valencia Cathedral. Afterwards, we
will drive to Alicante and overnight there.

Day 3: Alicante – Mijas – Granada (628 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Granada or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
In the morning, you depart for the city of Granada on the plateau of the Andalusian province. This
historic city has been ruled by the Visigoths and Arabs. You will have a picture moment in front of the
Alhambra, a Moorish citadel and palace, also known as the Red Palace.Alternatively, heading to
visit the old city of Granada, with its exquisite and delicate architecture. Following that, embark on
a drive to the Mijas, a self-paid group activity, to visit famous white village and winding streets,
charming nooks and crannies, flower decked house and numerous tiny squares.



Day 4: Granada – Ronda – Seville (306 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Seville or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
Embark on a self-paid group activity in the morning and head to Ronda, the birthplace of Spanish
bullfighters. Then we will drive north to Seville, the largest city in Andalusia. Upon arrival, we will
visit the Seville Cathedral, which is the third largest church in the world. We will also see the
Alcazar, Santa Cruz, Torre del Oro and Maria Luisa Park, home of the 1992 World Expo. We will
end the day by admiring the Plaza de Espana.

Day 5: Seville – Lisbon (463 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Lisbon or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
Today, we will depart for Lisbon, the capital and largest city in Portugal.You are expected to see
Cabo de Roca in the afternoon.Later we will head back to the Lisbon city centre to see sights like
Belem Tower and Jeronimos Monastery. We will also pass through Marquis of Pombal Square
and spend some free time around Rossio Square. This is a great spot to visit some local bakeries to
try Portuguese custard tarts!

Day 6: Lisbon – Toledo – Madrid (654 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Madrid or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded
Today we will drive back to Madrid via Toledo, a World Heritage Site declared by UNESCO in 1986 for
its extensive cultural and monumental heritage. By strolling across the city, overlooking the Alcazar of
Toledo and visiting the grand structure of Toledo Cathedral, you will feel the bustling of Spain in the
old time. Then take a well-earned rest as you sit back, catch a breath taking landscape of Spain and
enjoy its rich palette of colours in natural surroundings while you are on the journey to Madrid.

Day 7: Marid – Zaragoza (272 km)

Standard Hotel: Overnight stay in Zaragoza or city nearby
Breakfast: Included (Hotel Breakfast)|Lunch: Excluded|Dinner: Excluded



Starting in the Spanish capital, Madrid, we will pass the Cibeles Fountain by coach before arriving at
the Plaza Mayor, Piazza di Spagna and Royal Palace of Madrid. Next stop is the Puertadel Sol.
In the square, you can shop for speciality leather goods, clothing and traditional Spanish souvenirs in
Spain. In the afternoon, we say farewell to Madrid and head to party town of Zaragoza. After arriving
Zaragoza, you’ll visit the Basilica of Our Lady of the Pillar, which is a Roman Catholic church in
the city.

Day 8: Zaragoza – Barcelona (254 km)
